Dat i ng bac k t o  t he 1 7 t h  c ent ury t h i s subst ant i al  propert y has been  t ast efu l l y  refurb i shed  and  upgraded
by t he c urrent  owners t o  form a modern  bar  and  l ounge on  t he ground fl oor  wi t h  subst ant i al  games
room.  On  t he upper  fl oor  t here are t hree l et t i ng rooms a d i n i ng room al ong wi t h  owners’
ac c ommodat i on .  The Bl ac k Bu l l  has a number  of very suc c essfu l  and  c ompet i t i ve P ool  and  Dart s t eams
whi c h  at t rac t  a regu l ar  fo l l owi ng.  There i s a great  opport un i t y t o  expand  t h i s busi ness and  i nc rease
revenues and  profi t s.

Inverur i e i s a t own i n  Aberdeensh i re i n  t he nort h  east  o f Sc ot l and,  wi t h  easy ac c ess avai l ab l e v i a t he A9 6 ,
a maj or  t runk road  l i nki ng Aberdeen  wi t h  Inverness.  The t own i s l oc at ed  1 1  mi l es nort hwest  o f Aberdeen
ai rport  and  1 6  mi l es from t he c ent re of Aberdeen.

The t own al so  benefi t s from i t s own t rai n  st at i on  wi t h  regu l ar  servi c es provi ded.  The Inn  i s si t uat ed  a
short  d i st anc e from t he t own c ent re whi c h  has an  exc el l ent  range of shoppi ng fac i l i t i es and  a fu l l  range of
l ei sure pursu i t s bot h  i ndoor  and  out door  are at  hand  i nc l ud i ng bowl i ng,  swi mmi ng,  go l f,  and  t enn i s.

Aberdeen  has a wel l -served  ai rport  t hat  o ffer  a var i et y of dai l y  nat i onal  and  i nt ernat i onal  fl i ght s.  The
rai l way st at i on  c onnec t s t o  t he nat i onal  i n t erc i t y  rai l  net work.





The Business

The Black Bull Inn Bar is well established with a great
reputa�on for providing a tradi�onal pub
atmosphere, quality entertainment and great pub
sports facili�es. This profitable town centre bar
maintains a strong regular trade from an enviable
customer base of both locals and contractors who
frequent the area. Its loca�on and trading posi�on
ensures that the business maintains consistently
high trading margins from both wet and
accommoda�on sales throughout the year.

Operated with the aid of modest staffing assistance,
this is an easily managed and well-run business that
enjoys much repeat custom. The establishment
maintains a consistent trade with a strong turnover
while the property is generally in excellent condi�on
throughout, new owners will be able to commence
immediate trading and benefit from a healthy
income.

The Black Bull Inn has a number of male and female
darts and pool teams that generate substan�al and
very well supported fixtures and tournaments
throughout the year.

Trading hours are currently restricted by choice of
the owners with opening �me commencing in late
a�ernoon; the licenced hours are much greater.

The rear of the lounge has had services connected
to allow for the installa�on of a commercial kitchen
with 3 phase electricity. This would greatly increase
the revenue poten�al for the business.

An external entrance provides access to the first
floor where there are three le�ng rooms and
owners’ accommoda�on. These rooms can
generate in excess of £35,000 per annum.

Full trading informa�on will be made available a�er
a formal viewing has taken place. The Inn and
accommoda�on trade very successfully and
profitably.

The Property

Entrance to the Black Bull is from the main street
and into the warm and welcoming tradi�onal bar. To
the right is the main bar and serving area. This is
furnished with a number of bar stools, a standing
area which in turn provides access to the main pool
room. To the le� is the lounge bar area. It has a
variety of free stranding table and chairs. It is
spacious, bright, and welcoming. There are a
number of television screens throughout that show
Sky Sports, which is very popular with the clientele.

The rear of the lounge could be par��oned to



make a commercial kitchen. 

At the rear is the large and spacious pool room.
Well-lit it contains 2 pool tables and 5 dart boards.
There is a small servicing area from the main bar.
There is also a rear access to the car park / sea�ng
area.

From the rear car park there is an entrance via stairs
to the first floor. At the front of the building are 3
le�ng rooms. These consist of a double and two
twin rooms. All benefit from en suite bathrooms
and some lovely views across the town and
Bennachie hills beyond. There is also a dining room.
To the rear of the entrance hall is what would
cons�tute the owner’s accommoda�on. This
consists of a kitchen, bathroom, and double
bedroom. Currently not used by the owners it could
benefit from some internal modernisa�on.

The property has mains water, electricity, gas, and
drainage.

The property is held on the Sco�sh equivalent of a
freehold.

External

The front of the property opens on to the main
street. There is ample on street parking nearby.

The rear of the property benefits from a private
carpark, service area and room for a number of
tables and chairs.

Situa�on

Inverurie is a town in Aberdeenshire in the north
east of Scotland, with easy access available via the
A96, a major trunk road linking Aberdeen with
Inverness. The town is located 11 miles northwest
of Aberdeen airport and 16 miles from the centre of
Aberdeen.

The town also benefits from its own train sta�on
with regular services provided. The Inn is situated a
short distance from the town centre which has an
excellent range of shopping facili�es and a full range
of leisure pursuits both indoor and outdoor are at
hand including bowling, swimming, golf, and tennis.

Aberdeen has a well-served airport that offer a
variety of daily na�onal and interna�onal flights.
The railway sta�on connects to the na�onal intercity
rail network.
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
